Reporting to the Director, Pharmacy and Ambulatory Clinics the Nurse Practitioner (NP) provides direct, 
specialized, comprehensive nursing assessments, case management, lifestyle counseling, and education 
emphasizing on health promotion, and disease prevention strategies to positively affect health outcomes. The NP 
coordinates patient care to facilitate continuity of care for respiratory and decompensated heart failure 
patients as well as the frail elderly, working collaboratively with interdisciplinary team to assess, plan, 
implement, and evaluate clinical interventions. The incumbent acts as a liaison and consultant to other health 
care providers and regional partners regarding patient care and health services within the LHIN. She/he 
provides leadership in the transfer of knowledge into practice in nursing and related fields appropriate to the 
clinical focus.
